Job Responsibilities:  Under general supervision, the Children’s Assistant assists with 

maintaining the Children’s collection and performs other tasks as assigned. 

Illustrative Duties: Shelves library materials according to proper filing order; reads shelves for 

correct placement of materials within the building; straightens shelves and shifts materials; clears 

work tables of used materials and re-shelves; cleans materials as needed; helps prepare and 

assists with library programs, as assigned.
